The seminars were held in November 2007 with practitioners and policy makers, and academic experts in the second seminar session.

The final event of the project is a conference on 10 to 11 March 2008, where the standards and the results of the literature review will be presented to a broader public in the presence of Mr. Franco Frattini, Vice President of the European Commission and Commissioner for Justice, Freedom and Security. Restorative justice is about people acting together to resolve their conflicts and to find a way to set wrongdoing right by repairing the harm incurred. It builds on the cooperation between different professions and institutions supporting the efforts of the stakeholders. Moreover, for the restorative justice movement to gain momentum and to become ingrained in society, an understanding and accepting attitude of the wider public, including the media, is needed. This conference will therefore invite participants to take a closer look at the practices and the structures of cooperation between the major actors in this field.

A substantial part of the conference will be devoted to the AGIS project “Restorative justice: an agenda for Europe”. Next to presenting and discussing the difficulties encountered in Southern Europe to consolidate the implementation of restorative justice and their possible answer, the needs and possibilities for further regulation and action in this field on behalf of the European Union will be discussed. 

The European Forum will strive again for a highly interactive conference. Each half day will start with a plenary session, followed by workshops, followed by café conferences. Each workshop will consist of only one or two presentations to give ample time for discussion, not only between presenters and participants, but also between participants.

Full Scholarships for One-Year Fast-Track Master's Degree Program

To facilitate the spread of restorative practices, the IIRP Foundation is providing tuition-free scholarships for the master's degree programs of the IIRP Graduate School, located in Bethlehem, Pennsylvania, USA.

The graduate school is again offering a one-year fast-track master's degree program for full-time students. The new fast-track cycle begins July 2008 and concludes June 2009.

The fast-track program is an intensive experience that includes full-time academic study coupled with part-time non-paid internships working in the restorative milieu of the IIRP's demonstration programs:

CSF Buxmont schools, group homes, supervision and drug-and-alcohol treatment programs. (Students may opt to find their own part-time positions in teaching, counseling or other work settings.)

The IIRP will assist fast-track program students who are coming from a distance to locate housing.

The IIRP currently offers two degrees in the emerging social science of restorative practices: a Master of Restorative Practices and Education

(MRPE) degree and a Master of Restorative Practices and Youth Counseling (MRPYC) degree (30 credits required for each degree).

Unfortunately, the IIRP is currently only permitted to process applications from U.S. citizens or others with legal residency in the United States. We are awaiting approval from the Student and Exchange Visitor Program (SEVP) of the U.S. Department of Homeland Security to support visa applications for those outside of the United States who would like to study at our graduate school.
