Dear Members of the Research Committee,

After sending my Newsmail yesterday, I received some important messages that might interest you: 

1. Theo Gavrielides, member of our Committee and Academic Director of the Independent Academic Research Studies (IARS- http://www.iars.org.uk/) would like to bring the group's attention the hate crime project IARS is carrying out with the think-tank organisation, Race on the Agenda (ROTA - http://www.rota.org.uk/). Attached is the project brief for your attention. 

I think this project is highly unique and innovative not only in dealing with the issue of hate crime that is a serious, however quite under-researched area in criminology, but also in searching for the ways in which restorative justice could provide effective responses to this phenomenon. 

2. A good example for transatlantic cooperation: IARS has also developed collaboration with the US-based NGO, Justice and Reconciliation Project (http://www.thejrp.org/), directed by Lisa Rea. The two organisations will be working on issues such as RJ and sexual offending and RJ and gun crime. 
3. Thirdly, let me raise your attention to IARS’ call: academics/researchers, who are looking for ways to work together collaboratively with others from around the world in the fields of criminal justice, restorative justice, human rights and equalities, are welcome to join as member this international research organisation (membership is free). Although IARS is a charity and believe in social enterprise, occasionally paid jobs can also be done in the framework of the organisation. 

As being a Trustee of IARS, I can highly recommend this community to any of you seeking for international projects in the above-mentioned fields. Members already represent a high number of countries and research interests, not to mention that the ongoing projects are very promising.
